Before
coming to work for us Mr. Joel worked for the Skagway, City of Palmetto, Florida and
the City ofBradenton, Florida police department's and comes to us with approximately 5
years of experience in police work.

Josh came to work on
January 16,2006 and will complete his training and will be on his own by the end of
February. Josh has expressed an interest in making law enforcement a career and is
looking to come to work fulltime as a police officer should a position become available.

John Wahl will round out the police department and plans to start work on February 22,
2006. John and his wife have just recently returned from Kosovo where he worked for
the Civilian Police International teaching EMT's and his wife worked as a school
teacher. John worked for the St. Cloud, Florida police department for approximately14
years and brings a very diverse police background with him to our department.

Sgt. Jason Dollarhide is attending a basic police management course offered by AML/JIA
in Anchorage.

Manager Venables and I are discussing a second part time dispatcher. This position
would receive no medical benefits but be eligible for PERS and SBS. The position would
allow for more flexibility in dispatch without costing anymore and in fact would save
money by cutting down on the overtime of fulltime employees.

The burglary of the Chilkat Guides warehouse is ongoing. The case file has been on the
DA's desk for several months now and he is waiting for lab results on the evidence
collected at the burglary. We are also waiting for the FBI polygraph (lie detector)
operator to get to Haines. She attempted to get here last month and got as far as Juneau
where the weather kept her from completing her trip.
